lllovo Sugar (Malawi) plc is one of two sugar producers operating in the country, in which lllovo Sugar Africa has a 76% share. Under the lllovo “Trusted Quality” brand, the company
annually supplies nearly 70% of its total sugar sales to domestic consumers and industrial markets, with the balance exported to regional African markets and to EU and USA markets.
lllovo Malawi is listed on the Malawi Stock Exchange. Combined with cane delivered by small-scale growers, the company annually produces about 280 000 tons of sugar and

enerates 96% of its own energy requirements from renewable fuels.
